Recently, I asked the Department of Accounts (Comptroller) for a copy of 2024 SPCC records of the Governor.

These were sent to me, but in doing so someone included some earlier 2023 records that I already had. However, my brilliant assistant pointed out to me that these new records had some missing credit card purchases.  She was correct and I am pleased to show you documents that she and I have created for all of you honest public officials to read and help me see that the missing or returned transactions are made public.

In 48 days from 6/8/23 to 7/25//23, 114 of the transactions have been illegally removed by not listing them in a “revised” revision of the public documents concerning the Governor’s office’s spending of public funds for a wide variety of improper purchases.

All, except six of the alterations of record concern the suspicious habit of requesting reimbursement by the Governor twice for the same bills.  The Comptroller/DOA is required to investigate and approve all purchases.  He is required by law to not pay duplicate bills.

There is a rule against paying duplicative bills as well as just ordinary common sense.  I can’t locate it at this time but I am sure that you will know what I am referring to and will come forth with it and help me protect public funds.

The right hand side of these documents show in the shaded rectangle the records that were illegally removed from the Governors credit card records when these records were accidentally sent to me when I requested an update on credit card records of the governor already in my possession.

To identify exactly what was removed simply follow the line to the left and you will see what the Governor wishes to hide.

Of the 114 transactions, 108 relate to the suspicious exact duplication of payments.

The number of documents removed in each of these duplicated and now hidden from the public records varies from the purchase of 1-5 items as follows:
      Of 1_______times, of 2_______times, of 3_______times, of 4_______times, of 5_______ times, or a total of _________blatant violations of the law.

It could well be that on one or even 2 occasions, the credit card user could accidentally order the same item twice, but to do so 108 times is a statistically impossible feat.  And the more items (1-5) in each duplicate order makes it literally impossible that those duplicate orders were created not by accident but by design to double every order.

So what happens when the Governor, or Doug Page of the DOA, has five multiple payments from the Bank of America (the  credit card company)?

To take an example, 7/17/23 the Governor was reimbursed twice for $3867.85 or $7,135.70, so what happened to this extra money?

1) Please send to me copies of the Governor’s Bank of America monthly activity statements for each of the seven credit card holders in the Governor’s office for June, July, and August of 2022 and 2023.
2) Please send to me copies of all invoices from Winn Transportation as shown on the enclosed document.
3) MCC 4131 says tour bus operators cannot be purchased with public funds.  Please give me a copy of the law or rule that allows the governor to ignore this rule.
4) Since Ms. Burch has not allowed me to receive responses from Cabinet members, I request that she send to me the personal vehicle travel records and the SPCC records of all staff members of the 12 Cabinet members for the year 2023.
5) Please send to me copies of all 12 Cabinet members travel by personal vehicle records for 2023 and hote
