Once upon a time before Turner (me) appeared on the scene, the Justices (W-2 employees, says the Supreme Court) routinely were reimbursed for travel expenses for personal vehicle use for going from home to work.  When I pointed out to them that this was illegal commuting, without even thanking me they devised a scheme to get around my accusations and the law.

Since it is permissible, according to the IRS, to go from one work place to another (from one job to another) and not be taxed on the reimbursable travel expenses, they created a special extra office for each justice alone.  

This extra office was placed very close to their residence so that the legal distance to travel to work was not appreciably decreased.  And they could get reimbursed for the same amount of travel as when it was improper commuting.

Of course, this was expensive for the public, as not only was there the rent for office space of about $2,500 per month, but an extra employee was required, including heat, TV, utilities, etc.
